Work-based learning strategies appropriate for this course include cooperative education, internship, school-based enterprise, service learning, and job shadowing.  Apprenticeship is not available for this course.  Future Business Leaders of America (FBLA) competitive events, community service, and leadership activities provide the opportunity to apply essential standards and workplace readiness skills through authentic experiences.  The prerequisite course for this course is Microsoft Word and Power Point.

In Class quizzes: Students will be informed in class of upcoming quizzes. The quizzes will contain questions on material covered in recent lessons and is intended to reinforce material presented in class. 
Homework Assignments: Students will be given homework assignments. A due date for the assignment will be provided. Students may discuss homework problems with other students and with their instructor, but each student is expected to turn in his or her own work. Unless extenuating circumstances exist, and special arrangements are made with the instructor, assignments turned in late will be penalized as follows, lose 10% of maximum points the first day after the due date, 20% of maximum points the second day after the due date and 100% of maximum points the third day after the due date and beyond.
Project Assignments: Students will be given project assignments. A due date for the assignment will be provided. Students may discuss project with other students and with their instructor, but each student is expected to turn in his or her own work. Unless extenuating circumstances exist, and special arrangements are made with the instructor, assignments turned in late will be penalized as follows, lose 10% of maximum points the first day after the due date, 20% of maximum points the second day after the due date.

Exams: Two in class exams will be administered during the semester – a midterm and a final. An End-of-Course final exam, created by NCDPI will be administered at the end of the semester. All questions in the exams are based on material covered in class. All exams are closed book. 
Make-up Procedure: Students, who missed a quiz, test, homework or an exam due to an absence will have to make it up. It is the student’s responsibility to speak to the instructor to schedule a make-up quiz. Students must take the EOC exam to receive a course grade.
